Week 14: Day 1 Read Hebrews 10:19-25
There is a big difference between confidence and arrogance. We see throughout Scripture that we are to be confident in who we are in Christ and also in how we approach our Savior. How would you describe a confident person, and one who is arrogant?
A confident person is…


An arrogant person is…


In what areas of your life are you confident? (Ex. You are confident in your parent’s leadership)


What areas of your life leave you worried or anxious? (Ex. School work or social settings)



Reread Hebrews 4:14-16 and also Hebrews 10:19. Regardless of anything else, what do these verses teach you about where you can be absolutely confident?



Read Phil. 4:10-13 and 1 Thess. 5:16-18. We are least confident when our circumstances are in question. What do these verses teach us about the importance of our circumstances and how it should affect our attitudes?



Day 2: Read Hebrews 10:19-25
We are able to approach God with confidence in what is described as a “new and living way” described in Hebrews 10:20. It is new because our faith in Christ replaces the old covenant of the law. It is living because Christ is resurrected and alive! 
Do you feel alive and excited when you think about church and God? List the emotions you feel when this comes to mind. (Ex. excited about the fellowship, feelings of guilt)


Did you find yourself writing more positive emotions, or negative? Why?



Read 1 John 5:3. Do you feel that living the Christian life is burdensome? Why or why not?



How do your friends view Christ and the church? Why do you think they believe the way they do?



Read Matthew 11:28-30. Have you ever thought about the fact that we view Christianity as a burden because we are not drawing close to Christ? We are trying to follow rules, not enjoying the relationship with Jesus. How can you change this perspective in your own life today?





Day 3: Read Hebrews 10:19-25
You ended day 2 with the challenge of focusing on Christ, not the “rules” of Christianity. The focus comes from Matthew 11:28-30. Please reread this verse for today.
In Hebrews 10:22 the author tells us to draw near to God. This is very similar to what Jesus says. Before we finish discussing the verse let’s think about this for a moment.
What prevents you from drawing near to God? (Ex. time, sin) Explain your answer.



The author gives for conditions that are needed to help us draw near to Him. They are:
1. A sincere heart: Are you genuine in your relationship with Christ or are you going through the motions of church? Explain.


2. Full assurance of the faith: Do you trust Christ and His Word? If yes, why. If no, write down the questions you have and give them to someone you trust to help you find answers.


3. Hearts sprinkled and cleansed of guilty consciences: Are you free from your sin, or are you held captive by it? If you are free, how have you gotten that way? If you have feelings of guilt, have you taken the time to repent and ask for forgiveness?



4. Bodies washed with pure water: This, along with number 3, point to baptism and show our death with Christ and being raised new in Him. Have you made that commitment and been baptized? Why or why not?
Day 4: Read Hebrews 10:19-25
Verse twenty-three teaches us to “hold unswervingly to the hope we profess, for he who promised is faithful.” We are to trust and be confident in Christ. Here we go again with the confidence piece. This does not mean there won’t be times in life when we need to swerve from hitting something, but it is a matter of how quickly we can regain control of the car and get back on track.
Have there been times in your life where you have been knocked off course and struggled to get back on track? In what areas of your life? (Ex. grades, relationship with parents) Give reasons why.



I believe the biggest reason why we struggle to trust God is because we are in relationships with people every day who sin and fall short. We believe that God will eventually do the same. Some of you may feel like he already has because your home life is a mess, or because you lost someone close to you. Have there been times in your life where you have felt this way? If so when and why?



Read Romans 8:28. We read this and learn that ALL things work for the good of those who love him. This verse does not say that all things will be good for those who love him. It says all things work for the good. Something bad may happen, but be confident that God can use that for the good. You may lose someone close to you, but it may bring someone to accept Christ as their Savior. Are you confident enough is Christ to have an unswerving faith as this? What would it take for you to get to this point? Explain.






Day 5: Read Hebrews 10:19-25
In verse twenty-four we are challenged to spur one another on toward love and good deeds. The greatest commandment is to love God and love people. The result of that is good deeds. So the question is, how do we spur one another on? 
The word spur in this verse is used in a positive tone to encourage or to cheer on. If you have ever played a sport you know the encouragement that comes from the crowd that cheers you on. As Christians we must do that for one another. 
How? This question is answered in verse twenty-five.
We are to not give up meeting together. The meaning of “give up” in this verse is to not abandon or desert. In order to encourage each other we must stand by each other. Do you feel like you stand by your brothers and sisters in Christ? Why or why not? Also, How does it help you to have people encourage you?


Do you sometimes get too preoccupied by judging others for their actions? And/or do you want to abandon other believers because you feel as though you are being the one judged? Explain.



Read Galatians 5:13-15. What do these verses tell you about how we are to live and treat others as it relates to:
1. Sin-
